Chocolate 2. ... Cookies are a type of cookie containing bits of solid chocolate and, often, nuts.
They were invented in 1930 by Ruth Wakefield from Massachusetts. She created the first recipe for the
classic Toll House cookies.

Bubble 3. ... is a sweet substance that you can blow out of your mouth so it makes the shape of
a bubble. It was invented by Frank Henry Fleer in 1906, but was not successful; the formulation of
Fleer’s “Blibber-Blubber,” was too sticky. In 1928, Walter E. Diemer invented a better formulation for
bubble gum, which he called “Double Bubble.”

Tea 4. ... were invented by Thomas Sullivan around 1908. The first bags were made from silk.
Sullivan was a merchant in New York who began packaging tea samples like that, but many customers
placed the packaged tea directly into the boiling water where it brewed, instead of the traditional way of
brewing loose tea in a teapot. Later they were made of thin paper.

Hot 5. ... began as sausages sold in buns. They were first sold from carts by German immigrants
on the streets of New York City in the 1860s. The bun replaced a plate and made it easier to carry and
eat.

6. ... candy is a large pink or white mass of sugar threads that is eaten from a stick. It is sold at
fairs or other outdoor events. It was invented in 1897 by William Morrison and John C. Wharton,
candymakers from Nashville, Tennessee.

Peanut 7. ... and Jelly Sandwich is a sandwich made with these two ingredients between two
slices of bread. In 1901, the first sandwich recipe appeared in the Boston Cooking School Magazine of
Culinary Science and Domestic Economics written by Julia Davis Chandler. She said to use currant or
crab-apple jelly and called the combination delicious and original.
